Abstract. The images of medieval architecture acquired a special significance in the 17"-century English circulation graphics. Gothic style
became a kind of reference to tradition and the past, which had an undeniably positive connotation. Historical heritage proved the antiquity
of a noble family and its power. Chorographic treatises devoted to the description of the lands of Britain contributed to the development of
antiquarian interests. They formed the taste in regional history and cultural memory. Works dedicated to English lands and local attractions
featured visual series that reflected the priorities of the publisher and the customer. The most typical illustrations were reliable and thorough
images of famous buildings, panoramic views of estates, and vedute, that represented the urban environment. The etching technique
dominated. Scientific illustration combined the desire for a detailed description of a specific structure and a generalized interpretation
of the landscape, where the architectural motif was subordinate to the movement in space. Wenzel Hollar’s engravings of William Dugdale’s
“Antiquities of Warwickshire”, “St Paul’s Cathedral in London”, and “Monasticon Anglicanum” focused on the Gothic architecture of churches.
David Loggan’s volumes on Oxford and Cambridge combined maps, plans, and drawings with images of city views, architectural complexes,
and individual structures. In their works, Johann Kip and Leonard Knyff developed a panoramic landscape with staffage figures and images
of recognizable silhouettes of Gothic buildings. Views of medieval ruins appeared in the graphics of John Slezer. In the 17" century, typical
techniques for depicting Gothic architecture were the development of a stable corpus of types of structures, the subordination of medieval
monuments to modern aesthetic concepts, and the formation of a system of recognizable motifs that indicated medieval buildings.
